How do we choose a SCR conference loca-
tion? Many suzgestions have come to the board
members thal we rotate the site of the conlerence
through the fve states aqually, That is what we
do!

One of two things usually cccurs in decid-
ing on a conference location. Oftentimes
there has been a person who wants to or-
ganize the conference. That person puts

their area and a group of WOC nurses
forward for congideration. There must
be a group of people from that area wall-
ing to serve on the Conference Planning
Committes. Secondly, a group of WO
nurses in an area put forward their
group and later pick a chairperson.

Such was the caze in Austin with the
2003 conference. Either way, a formal
bid must be presented to the President
and the SCH board for consideration. In
the event there 15 more than one hid o
host, history then becomes important.
Of one of the bids 15 from a state that
has recently hosted a conference, prefer-
ence 12 given to the other bid(z).

Ehghility requirements muat be met,
The Conference Planning Chair (CPC)
muizt be a WOCMN/SCR member in good
standing. As this person becomes a
member of the SCR Board, they must
meet the requirements listed in that job
degeription. You can find it on the SCH
webesite under “About s, Operations
Maniial”. The committes should consist
af approximately 8§ to 10 5CH members.
Thiz committes is responsible for plan-
ning all aspects of the conference inelud-
imng CFE'z... therefore, one master's-
prepared member 18 needed. The com-
mittee reporte to the CPC who i respon-
gible to the SCR Council for finances,
reports, and for maintaining conference
records for 5 vears. It takes about 1.5
vears to plan and host a regional confer-
ence. This timeline ig necessary to find
a location to meet the needs of the event,
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(ool Enreaecd)

dent of the WOCHOR, nore did zhe have the time while zha had responzibilities to that arganizs-
tian. e asked to host the 2008 conderence | and it was granted. When no one steps eward, we
Lew Lo Ll 2umeone or seie group Lo bosl, Soch wee e cose of e 2005 conlerence. We vesLi-
gated the possibility of a cruise, and founc it feasible az seell as a now and excining aption. As the
deadline Inaomad, no nn elze etepped forward, and we aigned a contract. Onee the contract waz
signed, we could nol Lack owl switbout losing our 510000 carnes) meney.
